Dress Code

All Students

Students should be clean, neat, modest, and well-groomed when coming to school.
Jeans are permitted.

The school administration will make decisions regarding what is appropriate dress for
school, but the follo wing items are not appropriate:

Health Requirements

Health Requirements

The Health Department can exclude students from school if they do not have an
immunization record with the following minimal doses:

Chicken Pox* Vaccination

DPT, DT, or Td*

Diphtheria, Tetanus, Pertussis Minimum of 4 doses
Polio Minimum of 3 doses
Measles/Rubella/Mumps** Minimum of 2 doses

(one dose after 15 months of age)

*All students will need to show evidence of a booster dose of diphtheria and tetanus
vaccine if it has been ten years since the last dose was administered.

**A history of having measles and/or mumps/or chicken pox will be accepted only if
confirmed by a physician and submitted in writing at the time of enroliment. A
history of rubella will be accepted only if confirmed by laboratory evidence of rubella
immunity and submitted in writing at the time of enrollment.

Note: Parents may request in writing a medical or religious exemption from

immunization requirements (formav ai | abl e i n the office).

then seek to obtain the consent of the director of the Health Department to recognize
the exemption.

Health Services

Our students also receive special health services through the Health Department.
These services include vision and hearing screening. Watch for announcement of
screening days.

Medication

To assure your child's safety and to protect against errors, the Ingham County Health
Department has advised us of the proper procedure for the dispensing of medications.
Please read these carefully and take the necessary steps for the situation that may
apply to your child.

1. No Aspirin/Tylenol will be supplied by the school. If you feel that your child
will need these medications, it is your responsibility to provide them. The
appropriate container is to be labeled with the student's name and
accompanied by a signed "Medication Contract" (available in the office). The
medicine will be kept in the office and administered by the school secretary.
Thanks for your help in this area.

2. Emergency medications for allergic reactions will be kept by the classroom
teacher and a "Medication Contract” must accompany the medication.




3. Daily medications such as Ritalin will be dispensed only in the office.
Iliness

Children are together for several hours a day in rather close proximity to one another,
and that means they are exposed to a host of disease-causing organisms. In the school
setting it is easy for illness to spread rapidly through a class. Therefore, it is very
important that we work together to reduce the chances that our children will become
ill.

The following is a list of signs and symptoms that would indicate your child is probably
ill and should kept at home:

1. Fever. Since the normal body temperature is 98.6° orally, any temperature
higher that this reading is an indicator that your may have an infection. A fever
may be at its lowest first thing in the morning and rise throughout the day, so
be sure that your child is completely well before sending him/her back to
school.

2. Rash. Keep your child at home unless the rash has been positively identified as
an allergic rash (such as poison ivy). A rash may be a sign of any number of
highly contagious diseases.

3. Vomiting. Well children do not vomit. After a bout of vomiting, your child
should remain home until they can keep down clear liquids and a light meal.

4. Runny nose. A nose that runs clear liquid may simply be allergies. Ac hi | d 6 s

nose that runs colored drainage should be considered a sign of infection; the
child should be kept home until it clears.

5. Cough. A persistent cough, particularly deep, should be considered contagious
and the child should be kept home.

6. Sore Throat. If a sore throat is accompanied by a fever, cough, runny nose, or
persists for more than a day or two, your child should be kept home.

7. Reddened eyes. A child with thick drainage from the eyes, particularly if the
white of the eye is reddened, should be kept home until medical treatment has
begun. (Wendy Sellers, R.N.)

Drop-off and Pick-up

Morning:

Students should be dropped-off at the curb near the elementary school entrance
doors between 7:45 AM and 7:55 AM. Parents may park in the parking lot and walk
their children to their class. To help our carpools run efficiently there is no parking in
the carpool lanes before or after school.

Afternoon:

1. Parents will pull up in the carpool lane to wait for the students to be dismissed
at 3:00.

2. Parents will place a name-card in the window of their vehicle to inform the
Safety Patrol students when they have arrived.

3. Kindergarten parents pick up their children at the classrooms, they do not use
the car pool lane

4. Students will remain in their classrooms until they hear their carpool name.
5. Office personnel will call carpool names to dismiss the students from class.

6. Parents should keep the carpool lane moving so that others are not forced to
wait for them.

Parents may park in the parking lot if they wish to pick-up their children directly from
the classroom at 3:00 when school is dismissed.




Electronics / Toys

General Music Education

All students KED 85" grade will receive 60 minutes of general music instruction per
week.

Governance and Ends

The activities and procedures of LCS are governed by the board of Directors of LCS,

elected annually to three-year terms by the Association. The Association is made of

teachers, staff, parents and friends of LCS who endorse the LCS mission and belief
statements. The Board is operated under the model of Policy Governance and has
established Ends Policies (see the specific
Ends articulate the LCS community expectations of their students. It is our practice

that every lesson and every activity ought to further or be tied to accomplishing these

Ends.

The role of the Board of Directors is to hire the Superintendent and direct his/her

activities through articulation of Ends Policies and Executive Limitations. In addition

the board reviews and advises the Superintendent on the annual budget, but the
Association makes the budgetds final approv
A third area of Board responsibility is articulating and accomplishing the vision and

long-range planning for the school and community. The Board does not involve itself

in daily operations of the school, but rather is the final arbiter of disputes within the
community.

Home Schoolers Policy

Lansing Christian School welcomes the participation of home schoolers in its
programs, with the following understandings:

1. Classes which home schoolers can attend are limited to activities that require
groups, or special equipment, such as science, music, art, and physical
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education. Home schoolers cannot participate in high school athletics because
of Michigan High School Athletic Association rules.

2. Admission requirements are the same as those for full-time students.

3. Enrollment will be on a first-come, first-served basis and availability of space
in the classes, as determined by the Principal.

4. Availability will also be determined by the teacher input, the make-up of the
class and extra time that may be necessi

5. Students must complete application, submit application with application fee
and complete the interview/enrollment process.

6. The registration fee is $75 per family.

The Superintendent may make exceptions to the above rulings.
Hot Lunch

Beginning in September and continuing through May, school lunches are sold daily at a
cost of 2.50 per day. Students may bring sack lunches if they wish. Money may be
added to your students lunch account at the Elementary office. Checks are the
preferred method of payment.

Leaving School

Students may be released early if a note is written by the parent explaining the
reason and given to the classroom teacher. Please report to the office before picking
up your child from the classroom. Students will not be released to people other than
their legal guardians unless otherwise directed in writing by said legal guardians.
Students are not to walk off campus for any reason.

Library

Each class uses the library in a variety of ways. Books are checked out and should be
returned on or before the due date. There is a limit of three books at a time,
however, the children may return and check out books at any time on any day of the
week.

Lost and Found

We have a lost and found box located in the lobby area by the gym.

Labeling your child's belongings will help with identification. You are welcome to
come in at any time to check for your child's lost items. Unclaimed items will be
donated to a worthy cause.

Lunches and Snacks

Children may bring their lunch and beverage every day from home or purchase a hot
lunch.

The school will not accept responsibility for the personal items of students. Any
personal items that staff members judge to be unsafe or inappropriate for school will
be confiscated and held in the office or remain in the possession of the staff member
until the parents retrieve them.

Pets at School

For the safety and health (i.e., allergies) of our employees, students, and visitors, no
dogs or other employee or visitor pets are allowed on the Lansing Christian School
campus, with the exception of service dogs required by students, employees, or
visitors. From time to time a special exception might be made but this would require

the superintendentds approval. Class pets

Physical Education

They may be used by parents as well as teachers to
request additional testing or to bring a specific problem to our attention.

Report Cards and Grading

Report cards come home with the students four times a year after the close of each
nine-week marking period. Each child is graded on his/her individual progress in each
subject area.

Reporting Suspected Child Abuse

In accordance with state law and school policy, school staff is obligated under penalty
of fine and jail term to report the reasonable suspicion of physical abuse, sexual
abuse, or child neglect. In this very serious and legally narrow area, the school will
not contact parents in advance of making a report to authorities, which would be the
procedure followed in most other legal matters. The clear intent of the law, based
on the seriousness of the crimes listed above, is to mandate the report of reasonable
suspicion of child abuse be made. School staff will make such reports in the best
interest of the affected child and do not, once reasonable suspicion is established,
have any legal alternative except to make the report to the proper authorities for
their investigation and review.

School Spirit

School telephones are reserved for the staff and parent use only. Exceptions will be
made in the case of an emergency. We will call to notify you if your child is ill or has
no lunch. Students typically are not allowed to call for forgotten homework, library
books, gym shoes, to arrange for friends to stay overnight, etc.




School Supplies

A list of school supplies will be sent home at the end of every school year and posted
on the LCS website. Students are expected to come to school each day prepared with
their supplies. If you need help obtaining these supplies, please contact the office.

Please also abide by all the instructions and directions the teacher
gives.

As a school representative, you have the authority and responsibility to
handle situations that arise if the teacher is not available to handle it.

If a
situation arises on the playground that requires discipline, please do so. Do
not use corporal punishmenti only verbal intervention. If the situation
requires more, bring the offending student to the office.

Guidelines for Visitors

Disciplinary Code and Process

The elementary team at Lansing Christian School is proud of its educational program
and is committed to high standards for each student. Learning proper conduct and

exhibiting self-discipline are important partsofever y chi | dds success.

take pride in using words and actions that are pleasing to God.

Every Lansing Christian Elementary School child is expected to be courteous,
respectful, self-disciplined, honest and considerate of others.

The following guidelines will be used in the administration of student discipline. It is
important to note that these are guidelines, and the principal may make
consequences more or less severe.

Violation and Consequences
Assault: a student shall not behave in such a way that causes physical injury to
another child or staff while on the playground or in the school.
1% offense- student will report to the principal.
2" offense- student will report to the principal; parent will be notified.
3" offense- parents will be asked to come in for a conference; in school
suspension.
4™ offense dsuspension; possible expulsion.

Bullying / Harrassment Some examples of bullying behavior include, but are not
limited to: name calling in any situation, pushing or shoving others, teasing, making
fun of clothing or appearance. More information on bullying can be found at the end
of the discipline code

1% offense- refer to principal, contact parent.

2" offense- in school suspension.

3" offense- out of school suspension.

Disrespect: a student shall not insult, call derogatory names, dishonor, use negative
gestures or verbally abuse a staff member or fellow student.
1% offense- student will report to the principal; parent will be notified.
2" offense- parents will be asked to come in for a conference; in school
suspension.
3" offense- suspension; possible expulsion.

Disruption of Learning: class rules disobeyed and others disturbed.
1% office referral- student will report to the principal.
2" and 3" office referral- student will report to the principal; parents will be
notified.
4™ or more office referral- suspension

Fighting: The principal will try to determine the instigator(s) of the fight. If a
student(s) actively attempted to avoid the fight and was defending himself, no
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punishment will be assessed to that student. If both students were equally engaged in
the conflict, both will receive the same punishment.
1% offense- student will report to principal, parents will be notified.
2" offense- one or more days suspension depending on the severity of the fight
and the combatantsd attitudes afterwardsj}|
Subsequent offenses- suspension; possible expulsion.

Horseplay or Inappropriate Behavior: Behavior potentially harmful to oneself or
others.
1°t offense- teacher or supervisor will talk to the child.
Subsequent offenses dstudent will be sent to the principal and parents may be
contacted.

Insubordination: behavior which undermines the authority of a staff member
including threats, intimidation, lying, defiance of authority, and willful failure to
respond or carry out a reasonable request.

1% offense- student will report to the principal; parents will be asked to come

in for a conference.

Subsequent offenses dsuspension; possible expulsion.

Stealing: a student shall not take something that belongs to another person.
1% offense- student will report to the principal; parent will be notified.
2" offense-parents will be asked to come in for a conference; in school
suspension.
3" offense-suspension; possible expulsion.

Weapons and dangerous instruments: a student shall not possess, handle or transport
any object that can be considered a weapon while on school grounds or at a school
activity. *Dangerous Weapons Act can be found at the bottom of the Discipline Code.
1% offense- confiscation of the weapon; suspension, possible expulsion.
2" possible expulsion.

Bullying/Harassment

Providing a safe school environment for our students is of utmost importance for
Lansing Christian School. Harassment is a violation of the law as well as contrary to
Christ-like behavior. To harass or intimidate another student or staff member based
on gender, race, ethnic group, physical appearance or disability is not acceptable
behavior nor tolerated at LCS. Any such harassment should be reported to a teacher,
principal, or any staff member immediately. An investigation and appropriate
consequences will follow. Documentation of the event and investigation must be
submitted to the appropriate principal who will maintain an ongoing record.

Bullying is one particular form of harassment that endangers school safety and can
take many forms. Children who bully are subject to the harassment policy. LCS will
take a NO TOLERANCE stance on bullying.

Dangerous Weapons Act

The Board of Education will not tolerate the possession of weapons by anyone while
on school property or at a school-related event. Lansing Christian School will comply
with Public Act 211, which prohibits students from possessing a firearm, dagger, dirk,

stiletto, knife with a blade three inches or bigger, pocket knife opened by a

mechanical device, iron bar, or brass knuckles or other devices designed to inflict
bodily harm while in attendance at school or a school activity, or en route to or from

school on a school bus. Facsimiles of such weapons are also banned. Disciplinary
action will be taken if a student is found in violation of this policy.
